Y2 ïPoint solutions: costly, patchy security

Z1ïPerceived competitive gap over 

time (when economy recovers) if 

enterprises adopt UTM security 

approach. Z1 can be reduced if IT 

managers are trained and FortiGuard 

updates are applied due diligence.

Z3ïGreatest perceived gap, if 

enterprises are unfocused in 

spending and approach. Worst case 

scenario, big attack takes place and 

enterprisesô assets are compromised. 

Will need to play catch up game over 

time to bridge the competitive gap.

Z2ïPerceived gap when companies 

attempt to patch security holes with 

costly point services. Creates a 

greater gap for enterprises, which 

indirectly causes enterprises to be 

less competitive over time.
